Interpretive card 




The PERROTTA HUMAN EMOTIONS-QUESTIONNAIRE (PHE-Q-1) investigates the main functions related to Emotional Intelligence (EI), i.e., the ability or skill to perceive (1), understand (2), represent (3), manage (4), and use (5), adaptively and functionally, the structural and functional components of emotional language, for subjects of age 14 years and older. 

Based on the studies of Salovey, Mayer, and Goleman, and the Perrotta Human Emotions Model in the second version (PHEM-2), the PHE-Q-1 is structured into 5 sections, devoted to perception (1), comprehension (2), representation (3), management (4) and relationship (5) skills of emotional abilities, all of which are divided into 3 sub-sections each with 4 dedicated items, formulated with cognitive (questions), narrated stories (narratives), iconographies (pictures) and textual (meanings) questions, except for the last section which contains 30 uniform items.

The following are the definitions of the 5 skills investigated by the questionnaire:

1) Emotional perception skills: the subject can transform feelings into perceptions, functionally and adaptively concerning the surroundings, to be able to understand them;
2) Emotional comprehension skills: the subject can understand his or her own and other's perceptions, according to his or her own emotional experience, functionally and adaptively concerning the surrounding environment, to be able to represent them in other circumstances;
3) Emotional representation skills: the subject can represent his or her own and other's perceptions, interpreted functionally and adaptively concerning the surrounding environment, to be able to manage them as needed;
4) Emotional management skills: the subject can internally manage his or her own and other's perceptions, according to his or her own emotional experience, functionally and adaptively concerning the surrounding environment, to be able to use, manipulate, and transform them according to specific purposes.
5) Emotional relationship skills: the subject can externally manage his or her own and other's perceptions, according to his or her emotional experience, functionally and adaptively concerning the surrounding environment, to be able to use, manipulate, and transform them according to specific purposes.

The initialling, in each case, is the responsibility of the practitioner/therapist who administers the questionnaire and conducts the clinical interview. It is not possible to change the question or reread the question after the response.

For items Nos. 1-4 and 13-16, the exact order should be given according to the intensity of perception, from least to greatest; the exact order is as follows: 1. regret, remorse, torment; 2. fear, panic, terror; 3. annoyance, anger, hatred; 4. infatuation, falling in love, love; 13. annoyance, irritation, rancor; 14. interest, curiosity, wonder; 15. modesty, restraint, humility; 16. agitation, worry, despair. If for each item, the order is correct a score of 3 will be assigned, if 2 is correct a score of 2 will be assigned, if 1 is correct a score of 1 will be assigned, otherwise 0 will be assigned. The answer "don't know" will always correspond to 0 points.

For items Nos. 5-8, 17-20, 29-32, and 41-44, one should indicate the exact word among the 3 proposed, based on the story told; the exact order is as follows: 5. remorse; 6. repugnance; 7. isolation; 8. uncertainty; 17. reticence; 18. rejection; 19. anger; 20. disrespect; 29. vanity; 30. nostalgia; 31. regret; 32. confidence; 41. emulation; 42. irony; 43. sarcasm; 44. falling in love. For each item, only the correct answer is worth 1 point; in any other case, the answer is always worth 0 points. 

For items Nos. 9-12 and 21-22, you should indicate the exact correspondence of the word with the proposed image. the exact order is as follows: 9. sadness; 10. boredom; 11. sorrow; 12. disbelief; 21. bewilderment; 22. fury. For each item, only the correct answer is worth 1 point; in any other case, the answer is always worth 0 points. 

For items Nos. 23-24, 33-36, and 45-48, you should indicate the exact match of the word with the proposed 
definition. The exact order is as follows: 23. shame; 24. repugnance; 33. fear; 34. animosity; 35. vanity; 36. melancholy; 45. regret; 46. confidence; 47. imitation; 48 irony. For each item, only the correct answer is worth 3 points; in any other case, the answer is always worth 0 points. 


For Items Nos. 25-28 and 37-40, we will initial with an "X" the value from 0 to 3 according to the following scale: 0 = Absent, never, not at all; 1 = Occasionally, rarely; 2 = Sometimes, not infrequently; 3 = Often, frequently, always. The answer "don't know" will always correspond to 0 points.

For items Nos. 49-78, we will initial with an "X" the value from 0 to 3 according to the following scale: 0 = Absent, never, not at all; 1 = Occasionally, rarely; 2 = Sometimes, not infrequently; 3 = Often, frequently, always. The answer "don't know" will always correspond to 0 points.

The score of the first 4 skills (Emotional Perception, Emotional Understanding, Emotional Representation, and Emotional Management, with a maximum score of 80/80 points) must be aligned with that of the last skill (Emotional Relationship, with a maximum score of 90/90 points), with a maximum differential of 10%, otherwise, the outcome must be interpreted as follows: "Although the subject has xxx empathic skills (indicating the level) he/she appears to be in cognitive-emotional dissonance concerning his/her Emotional-Relational skills". Example: if the score is 40/80 points in the summation of the first 4 skills, the score of the last skill (to be aligned and avoid the diagnosis of cognitive-emotional dissonance) will have to be 45/90 points, with a minimum-maximum range of 36-54 points. "Cognitive-emotional dissonance" is defined as the condition whereby the subject is easily conditioned by his or her subjective perception and has dysfunctional structural rigidities that affect his or her ability to perceive, understand, represent, and manage emotions.
